NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of 
Cresskill, County of Bergen, State of New Jersey hereby authorize the renewal of the 
dental benefits contract with Delta Dental of New Jersey for the period March 1, 2021 
through February 28, 2023; and
